Carved Wood Sappagab (Howdah)

The Carved-Wood Sappagab is a howdah chiseled

and carved from wood with a variety of designs.

The railings, back rests and sides have vine and leaf-
like motifs. The woven mat covering the floor is an
amalgam of gold, silver and copper strips (known as
pink-gold strips). Lotus petal designs are incorporated
around the platform edge of the howdah. Carved faces
of Thai-style dragons can be seen at the foot of the
howdah and at the front of the seat. Carved monkey
warriors decorated with diamonds are interspersed in
the leafy boughs upholding the seat. This howdah is
based on the Phrathinang Chamlongthong in the Front
Audience Chamber of the Chakri Maha Prasat Throne
Hall of the Grand Palace.
